1 Ib (4509) of Lean minced beef (although
traditionally Lamb was used - hence the name)
2 Ib (900g) of Potatoes

1 tablespoon of Tomato Puree

1 tablespoon (2x15ml) (1fl.oz) of Worcestershire
Sauce

1 large Onion

1 quarter pint (150ml) of Beef stock

2 tablespoons of Vegetable Oil

Salt

Freshly ground Pepper

2 teaspoons of dried mixed herbs

Quarter pint (150ml) of Milk

2 0z (60q) of butter

2 0z (60q) of grated cheese

Instructions

1) Preheat the oven to (180°C), (350°F),

2) Peel and halve Potatoes, boil in lightly salted water

until soft
3) Mash Potatoes add milk and butter to make
potatoes light and fluffy.

Last True British Car Dealer in America

Whenever I'm in Roanoke to visit Lynnette’s
family, | always swing by Webb Motors.

Bryon Webb has been
operating Webb
Motors continuously
since the 1950s and
from its current
location for over 50
years. It is the new car

dealership for MG, Trlumph Rover and Aus
Healey; perhaps the last one still operating in the
United States.

Mr. Webb, now well on in years, is there most days
and runs a restoration shop in the back under the
dealership. The small showroom looks much like it
did in the 1960s. In fact it looks like it hasn’t been
cleaned since the 1960s! There are always a number
of cars in the showroom; when | was there in July |
saw a Rover sedan, a couple of MGBs, an MG
Midget, a Triumph TR6 and a Spitfire, Mr. Webb’s
personal car which is a red Triumph TR8, and an
Austin-Healey Sprite sold new at the dealership and
now for sale on consignment by the original owner.

The dealership still has a relatively well stocked
parts department and | purchased a few small parts
earlier this year at prices below current catalog
rates.

Mr. Webb’s advice and S
instructions were free
and well worth the trip.
He also threw in a few
nuts and washers |
would need at no cost.
Out back and beside the building one can f|nd a
small graveyard of parts cars and piles of doors,
glass, and other bits that may be needed on a future
restoration. In July | saw a 1964 TR4 sitting out
back ready to start its restoration.

Talking with Mr. Webb is a fascinating experience
as he shares his experiences as a new car dealer
from the heyday of British sports cars in America.

Apparently Roanoke was quite the sports car
community back in the day. A lawyer we use where
| work grew up there and tells me about going out
with his father in their Aston Martin DB5 (his daily
driver) to meet up with other sports car enthusiasts
to drive the mountain roads on weekends.

Even today | often spot Spitfires, MGBs, Alfa
Romeos, TR6s, and even an MGA coupe when | am
out there and the weather is nice. So, if you're in
Roanoke and interested in a walk back in time,
swing by Webb Motors on Williamson Road and

ask for the owner. Bring your checkbook, the cars
for sale. It is after all, a dealership.

We built the car for
my wife last year but

the new economic situation and the fact that we
now also own three Triumph Stags, means we must
sell a couple of these cars. The car is Old English
White with red stripes. It has a black top and black
interior. The work on the car is professional quality
throughout. | honestly think the car is worth $6500
but in today’s environment we are prepared to take
less than that.

The car was completely striped and repainted, the
engine and transmission were rebuilt and the
suspension was gone over replacing everything that
was not up to par. The car has an overdrive

the drivers left. The wood on the dash is new. It
has new brakes all around and all the hydraulics
were rebuilt. The seats were reupholstered in a
synthetic black material that breaths and does not
stick to the skin. The carpet and top are the
standard Spitfire material. We had both a 1978 and
a 1980 Spitfire available when the car was being
built. Thus the car has 1978 bumpers because we
liked the chrome bumper look. The car has a 1978
radiator with the 1980 electric fan for cooling. The
car also has halogen head lights with the appropriate
wiring and relay; LED bulbs were used in the talil,
park and stop lights as well as a third brake light.
The car does have an exhaust header but we also
have a catalytic converter that is required for
inspection. The rest of the exhaust is stock Spitfire.

The drive train is a 5.0 liter 1995-98 vintage Ford
GT40 Mustang Crate engine. It has 345HP with the
fuel injection. This is more power than this car
needs. It is a little radical and one may wish to
change it to a stock cam shaft to calm it down a bit.
| would be willing to make that change should the
buyer desire. The car has a T5 Mustang
transmission rebuilt with a new set of Richmond
gears. It has a Corvette Dana-36 rear end with new
3.73:1 gears. The brakes on the car are slotted rotors
on the front with green stuff pads and a Monarch
disc brake conversion on the rear. The suspension
on this car was completely redone with new springs,
new bushing (much of them polyurethane) and new
Spax adjustable shocks. All the wiring was stripped
from the car and replaced with Painless
Performance kits (hot rod and Mustang fuel
injection), a 1995-98 Mustang computer control
module. Only the connection ends of the original
wiring were used where needed. The gauges in the
car are TPI Tech gauges and include a

programmable speedometer. The heat and AC
components were replaced with Vintage Air
Products units. The tires and wheels were changed
to Motor Sports Specialist 6X15 MO series wheels
and Michelin Exalto tires.

The exterior of the car is stock except for a Corvette
hood scoop to accommodate the fuel injection. The
upholstery remains stock and only had the padding
replaced. The dash pad was recovered and the
indent on the passenger side eliminated. Racing
seat belts were installed to fill out the look and
additional standard 3 point belt was put in the
driver’s side for my wife’s comfort. The car, on one
all interstate trip, got 26.5 MPG but does not fair
nearly as well around town.

The engine shutting off after only 5 kilometres can
have a whole range of causes. First ensure that the
fuel line is free and clean. Check the operation of
the injector and the fuse box; their position is
described in the instruction manual. If all that does
not help, then there is probably something wrong
with the fuel pump, which is why the injectors are
underserved and they don’t build up the necessary
fuel pressure.

Car tuning at Freddy Cane

Our MG car club Holland membe
from the North region were at
guests at Freddy Cane Engineeri
in Gorredijk, a small village in the
northern part of Holland.. This
company specializes in tuning
engines. The aim this evening wa
to optimize Jouke Bloem’s, one o
our club members’, 6 cylinder
MGC on a Freddy Cane
performance test stand.

Our car’s old engines do not
perform optimally because moder
fuels are mixed differently.
Therefore the engines have to be
tuned to be suitable for modern
fuel mixtures. Burned carburetor
needles and seats are more ofter
seen because of a fuel mixture
which makes the engine run poor|
So the aim of tuning the car in thi
case is not make the most power
muscle car, but adjust the car in
such a way that it will meet the
best performance by use of mode
fuels during normal driving
conditions. Other aspects which
influence the car’s performance

The cooling system, etc. So after
the car is finished with the owner’s
personally desired components,
upgrades, etc, the adjustment of t
engine can start.

Other important issues discussed
during this educating evening
were: Always perform tests with
the engine bonnet closed and by
use of a driving wind ventilator
simulation in front of the car. As
Freddy Cane said, who will drive
his car with an opened bonnet?
Also the adjustment of the ignitior
is tested with closed bonnet and
driving wind simulation. After the
“standard” adjustments of the
engine by use of driving wind
simulation, the performance of th¢
car was optimized looking at the
measured horse power.

MGC on performance test stand

Freddy Cane was committed to
improve the smoothness of the
engine and not particularly obtain
more horse power. In this he
certainly succeeded. The first
practical experiences confirmed

this for us. The smoothness of the

car has clearly improved and it is
easier to handle. The engine sou
fuller, more like a six cylinder
should. We were curious to see
what the fuel consumption would
be but that will need some more
time.

Any change to the engine or wha
is connected to it will have

After choosing the configuration fg
the air filters, exhaust system etc.
performance test to choose the
correct needle shape is advised.
This is important, not only for the
configuration itself, but also
because of fuel mixtures today ar¢
much more different from the
period the engines of our cars wh¢
they were manufactured. Also afte
' a complete overhaul of your engin
it is to be advised to tune and adj
it to have a better performance an
therefore longer life time.
