Gas Tank Solution 
  
Do you happen to have a car with a 
gas tank made 35 years ago? Maybe 
the car was stored a few years, and 
now you have rust inside the gas 
tank.  Well, I had this problem with 
my 1972 Triumph Stag. My first 
solution was to pull the tank and 
take it to my local radiator shop to 
be coated inside.  They will tell you 
they can’t guarantee to get into all 
the nooks and crannies inside the 
tank.  However, the process does 
work in many cases. 
  
In my case, it didn’t work.  I then 
decided to bite the bullet and buy a 
new tank from England. Of course 
you can’t buy a Mark I tank so they 
sell you a Mark II tank and a Mark 
II inlet hose to make it work.  There 
also is not as much venting on the 
Mark II tank so you have to adapt to 
that.   At any rate I got the new tank 
at a cost of around $350.00.  The 
new tank was of course made of 
thinner metal, but it did fit in the 
hole.   I put it in the car thinking I 
know that was expensive but this 
problem should be resolved. 
  
Well, not so.  The new tank leaked 
around the permanent ring that is 
under the fuel sending unit.  I called 
the supplier and expressed my 
disappointment. They refunded my 
money.  Now that was nice of them, 
but I still had a gas tank that leaked 
if I filled the tank. Rimmer Bros. 
now has the same tank on sale for 
155.74 pounds and the hose for 
20.43 pounds. I then sourced 
another used tank which I took to a 
local welding shop and asked them 
to cut it open so the interior could 
be properly coated and then welded 
it back

together.  Most of them said it 
would blow up in your face.  The 
ones that were willing to do the job 
wanted over $350 to do the cutting 
and welding.  My reaction was I 
can have a tank fabricated from 
aluminum for that kind of money. 
  
Luckily we happen to live in the 
heart of NASCAR country and 
fabricators are abundant.  I found a 
shop that fabricates gas tanks 
(mostly for boats and street rods) 
and would take on the job.  The 
cost was $300; however when I 
picked it up they said the next guy 
might have to pay $400.  I now 
have an aluminum gas tank in my 
car (picture attached) and this 
problem is resolved.  The shop that 
did this work is Action 
Engineering in Denver, NC . 
  
If you have an MGB you may be 
able to get a replacement tank that 
doesn’t leak at a reasonable cost, 
or maybe not.  I would encourage 
any of you with this kind of story 
to tell to send it to our editor for 
publication.

Unusual Tools 
by Clifton Gordon 

When you read this Christmas will 
be over and some of you may have 
received some tools from Santa. I 
don’t think you received any of the 
tools covered in this article. The 
tools we are discussing can help 
make repairs or adjustments easier. 
You cannot go to Home Depot or 
Sears and purchase these tools. 
They will have to be built. Building 
the tools you need can be a 
challenge, but it’s also fun when the 
tool works as it was intended. Refer 
to the photos to see how the tools 
are built or fabricated. Descriptions 
follow. 

Heavy duty test light. A sealed 
beam headlight high beam bulb was 
used to build this tool. I used some 
14 gauge wire and two big alligator 
clips for hooking the terminal to 
battery posts and other points I wish 
to test. This tool is good for 
checking newly installed wiring to 
insure there are no short circuits. 
When new wiring is installed, 
disconnect the battery ground cable, 
connect one test light clip to the 
battery ground post and connect the 
other clip to the battery cable. 
Alternatively, if you have a cut off 
switch installed in the battery 
ground cable, you can clip one clip 
to the battery ground post and the 
other clip to frame ground. Leave 
the cut off switch off for testing. 
The light requires lots of current to 
light. If it doesn’t, light the wiring 
is probably OK. If the light glows 
brightly, the wiring probably 
shorted. This assumes you do not 
have the headlights or some other 
current item on. The light can also 
be used to check circuits for a

voltage. One clip is connected to 
the circuit you wish to test and the 
other clip is connected to ground.  
If voltage is present the light will 
glow brightly. The light can also 
be used to test switches. 
 
Broken wrench? It isn’t broken. I 
cut the wrench in two with an air 
cutter tool to make two short 7/16” 
wrenches for removing MGB 
distributor attaching bolts. All of 
my normal wrenches were too 
long. The short half wrenches 
make distributor removal easier. 
I’m sure I’ll eventually find some 
other uses for these short tools 
 

     
 
Drain/fill plug tool and a bump 
stop tool. The drain fill plug tool 
was made to remove differential 
drain or fill plugs with the square 
hole. I read about this idea from a 
Moss catalog several years ago. 
Use a 5/8” bolt, cut off the threads 
and grind the end to fit the hole in 
the plug. It uses a 15/16” wrench 
or socket. Most all early tube type 
rear differentials have these plugs, 
I have also seen them on small 
Japanese pickups. The bump stop 
tool is made from a used 
sparkplug. The ceramic center is 
removed and the plug is threaded 
for a 3/8” bolt. Cut the head off the 
bolt and round the end so it will 
not damage the  

        
 
 

piston. The tool is used to find Top 
Dead Center (TDC) for checking 
ignition or valve timing. This 
procedure is needed only if you are 
not sure the marks on your pulley 
and timing cover aren’t accurate. 
To use the tool, disconnect the 
battery, remove the valve cover and 
spark plugs, 

      

turn the engine to get # 1 cylinder 
to TDC using timing marks. Turn 
the engine approximately 90 
degrees clockwise. Screw in the 
tool. Slowly turn the engine 
counter-clockwise until the piston 
bumps the tool. Be very careful. 
Make a mark on the pulley 
opposite the TDC pointer on the 
timing cover. Make the mark as 
accurately as possible. Turn the 
engine clockwise slowly until the 
piston hit’s the bumps the tool. 
Mark the pulley opposite the 
timing pointer. Measure the 
distance between the two marks, 
TDC is half way between the 
marks. The center should fall on 
the factory marks on the pulley. If 
it doesn’t recheck the 
measurements and make a new 
TDC mark, if necessary. 
 
Driveshaft flange holding tool. 
This tool holds the flange for 
removal or tightening of the flange 
center retaining nut. The tool is 
made of angle iron and two bolts. 
The angle is drilled to match two 
drive flange bolt holes, and a 
section is cut out so a socket will e  
 
 

reach the nut. I should have used a 
heavier angle for my tool.  Those 
nuts are sometimes very tight. lip is 
n not have the headlights or some 

  
Carburetor balance tools. I used 
two pencils and made a SU 
carburetor needle chart to mark the 
needle stations on the tools. The 
damper, chamber and piston are 
removed from the carburetors. 
Drain the oil from the pistons. 
Install the pistons and chambers and 
insert the tools in place of the 
damper. You can use the tools to 
compare the position of the pistons 
in the carburetors at different engine 
speeds. If the carburetors are 
working correctly, the tools will 
have equal levels. 
Some of these tools aren’t often 
needed and they look like junk, but 
when you need them the job is 
usually easier with the help of these 
special tools. Safety Fast.

The 
overdrive shifted fine and the body 
was fair to good: rust spots in all 
the normal places.
