One of my favorite cars of all time has to be the

Citroén 2CV. It might be that it fascinated me becauf = e

it hardly passes for a car as much as a go cart on
steroids. When I lived in Europe, | remember that
these cars seemed to be mostly driven by students
riding in them was literally risking one’s life (The "
suspension of the 2CV was almost comically soft—c
person could easily rock the car side to side G
dramatically).

Anyway the little Citroén was as cute as a bug, without any of the bellskasties Americans demand, even
compared to the VWSs produced for European customers.

minimalism ever to succeed as a car." It was designed for low cost,ciymplersatility, reliability, and

offroad driving. For this it had a light, easily serviceable engine, exlyesu#t long travel suspension (with
adjustable ride height), high clearance, and for oversized loads a carwidestamead (which until 1960 also
covered the boot). Between 1948 and 1990 3,872,583 2CVs were produced, plus 1,246,306 camionettes (sm
2CV trucks), as well as spawning mechanically identical vehicles like theDyane, Acadiane, and Mehari.

was carrying. Boulanger later also had the roof
raised to allow him to drive while wearing a hat.

The reliability of the car was increased by the fact that, being agdoiblhad no coolant, radiator, water pump
or thermostat. It had no distributor either because both spark plugs were firegatte time, on every 360
degree rotation. Except for the brakes there were no hydraulic parts on arigotels as the shock absorbers
were replaced by tuned mass dampers and friction dampers.

Citroén finally unveiled the car at the Paris Salon in 1948. The car on display wigsdesdical to the 2CV
type A that would be sold next year, but lacked an electric starter, the additibrcbfwas decided the day
before the opening of the Salon.

In the former Yugoslavia the car was call&pa ek" (pronouncedspacheck;' Slovenian for "little
freak™). In Spanishspeaking countries they were nickndiches caballos'(two horses);citrola” or "citroneta”
(derived from "Citroén"). In Denmark, the car has many names: "Ggsge(Rocking horse);
"StudenterJaguar” (A students Jaguar) while the cars, amongst 2CV asithaffectionately are called "De
kaere sma” (The dear small ones). In Finland, the 2CV is knotRé#tssitikka" (Finnish for "rag Citroén")
because of its canvas roof . In Israel it was called the "tin car" andlamétit was nametsitroen braggi”
(meaning "Citroén Quonset hut"). In Norway the name '‘damseng; meaning "iron bed. In the United States
it was known as th¥lying rag top".
